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INLINE POWER DRIVE MODELS

This installation Manual is designed for use with the Agri Ventilation Systems INLINE 
POWER DRIVE Units with the following Model Numbers:

MAINTENANCE RECOMMENDATION

The AVS Inline Power Drive uses an oil bath to lubricate its threaded rod.  The Drive 
Unit is shipped dry from the factory.  Oil must be added at installation; lack of oil in the 
drive unit will void the manufacturer’s warranty.  The illustration below shows a situation 
in which the oil level is high enough to cover the rotating rod.  
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Cutaway view to illustrate
threaded rod and oil bath
lubrication.

Fill the Drive with 80W90 Multipurpose Gear Oil when the 
unit is completely retracted.  Run the Drive to the full 
extended position, retract and recheck the oil level.  The Oil
Level should be checked every 3 months; add oil as 
needed.  
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INSTALLATION RECOMMENDATIONS

The Inline Power Drive is designed to handle 2,000 pounds.  The Installer must 
determine the weight of curtains or inlets and design accordingly.  

The recommended mount is on an inside wall.  This allows visual coordination of 
installation and service of the drive and power control unit.  The drive unit may be 
mounted on a ceiling or outside wall.  Outside units must be mounted under eaves and 
should be covered.  

The Drive Unit is assembled at the factory for a right-hand extension of the inside drive. 
If necessary the limit switch rod and box assembly may be removed and reassembled 
to accommodate a left-hand extension of the inside drive.

The Inline Power Drive unit is shipped completely retracted.  Mount Drive Unit on a 
2”x8” plank.  Mount the unit so that the minimum distance to the first pulley is equal to 
the length of the drive unit plus one foot.

Mount Drive unit and pulley(s) to allow drive to pull in a straight inline direction.  
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Dotted lines indicate incorrect cable alignment.
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WALL MOUNT

Mount Inline Drive Unit on a 2”x8” board.  The Drive Unit must be mounted as level as 
possible.  The limit switch box and the oil dipstick must be on the upper side.  

The working mechanism of the Drive Unit requires an oil bath for lubrication; all drive 
units must be mounted horizontally for lubrication purposes.  At NO time should there 
be an out-of-level condition; the limit switch side of the drive must never be lower than 
the motor side. 

The following figures are exaggerated for illustrative purposes:

The working screw is coated with NEVER-SEEZ during manufacture, but the unit is 
shipped dry.  The Drive should never be operated without lubricant, otherwise failure or 
seizure will occur.  Add oil to the Drive with the unit completely retracted during 
installation.  Fill Drive completely FULL using Multipurpose Gear Oil SAE 80W90.  
After filling, test the unit and add oil if necessary.  

Check the oil level and add oil with the Drive completely retracted.  Check every three 
months and add oil as needed.
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CEILING MOUNT

For ceiling mount installations of the Inline Power Drive, mount the motor end of the 
drive about ¼ inch lower than the limit switch end of the drive.  This will ensure 
lubrication of the critical working zone of the Drive Unit.

The Oil Dipstick must be on the upper surface of the drive.  There is an allen screw oil 
plug on that surface to accommodate a ceiling mount installation.  Remove the allen 
screw and place in the hole for the Dipstick.  To provide increased room for Dipstick 
removal and oil filling, line up the end of the 2”x8” mounting plank with the end of the 
exterior tube on the drive unit as illustrated below:

NOTICE

Fill the Drive with oil when the unit is fully closed or retracted.  Run the Drive to fully 
extend the unit, then retract and check the oil again.  Fill as needed.  The oil level 
should reach the bottom threads of the Dipstick.

For actual installation distances 
between the various components – Drive unit, pulleys, brackets, hand winch – must be 
sufficient to allow for full travel.)
